These activities have been planned to minimise noise and limit the impact on local residents.

Diversion routes will be in place and buses will access the Blacktown bus interchange via Third

Avenue. The following changes to bus services will be in effect:

e CDC Hillsbus services 705 and 711 will be temporarily suspended from Devitt and
Sackville T-way bus stops. To access services 705 and 711, please use the bus stop at
Sackville Street before Peter Street.
