Equipment to be used will include survey tools, concrete cutting equipment, construction vehicles,

vacuum trucks and other testing equipment.

Measures will be implemented wherever possible to reduce noise associated with this work,
including turning off vehicles when not in use, using non-tonal reversing beepers and stopping

work for respite periods.
